Advocacy

Our Seattle and statewide policy team is
key to our mission of creating a bikeable
future. They build support for more bike
lanes, trails, and safer streets. In 2023,
they secured funding for 43 miles of
new bike lanes in Seattle.

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Empowering Through Education

Cascade has provided youth bike education to Seattle and Edmonds public
schools since 2016, teaching bike skills to approximately 15,000 Puget Sound-
area children every year. That curriculum is now expanding statewide thanks to
the state Legislature’s creation of the School-Based Bicycle Safety Education
Program administered by the Washington State Department of Transportation,
which selected Cascade to implement this programming statewide.
